New Website Provides Official Weather Forecasts in

Spanish Language for Over 1100 World Cities
Geneva/Madrid: 12 September 2006 (WMO) The National Institute of Meteorology of Spain (INM) and the World Meteorological Organization (WMO) today launched a Spanish-language website providing access to the latest official weather forecasts for many of the world’s cities issued by their National Meteorological and Hydrological Services (NMHSs). 

The website – wwis.inm.es – developed and operated by Spain under the auspices of WMO, is the Spanish version of the World Weather Information Service (WWIS) website created by the Hong Kong Observatory, China on behalf of WMO.

Weather forecasts for 1112 cities in 112 countries are available and regularly updated, while climatological data are given for 1154 cities in 158 countries. Users can also follow links to visit the websites of NMHSs to access further information. It is expected that the site will be of significant benefit to tourism. 

Mr Michel Jarraud, Secretary General of WMO, expressed his appreciation for the work carried out by INM and said: “This initiative is a concrete example of how National Meteorological Services work together to benefit the international community; it also enhances their crucial role as providers of high-quality forecasts prepared by qualified professionals.”

Mr Francisco Cadarso, Director-General of INM, underlined the impact of the Institute’s contribution: “This website will enable efficient and rapid dissemination of weather information in a user-friendly format amongst the Spanish-speaking world.” 

“Our Institute is proud of having participated in the project and is committed to supporting its future expansion and improvement,” he said. 

The WWIS website also exists in Arabic, Chinese, English and Portuguese versions.
